St. Mark Catholic School Survey Results 
  
We have 557 actively enrolled households; 255 households responded to this survey. Therefore, our 
sample size comprises 46% of the total parish households, which provides a representative samp
parish opinion.  

• Of these 255 families, nearly 3/4 rated the school either A (outstanding) or B (above average) 
as a "general impression."  Of the remaining respondents, 18% felt they did not have enoug
information to rate the school, 7% felt the school wa
was 
experience with school as a former student or former/current parent; 2) information provid
from parish/pastor (e.g., bulletin, homilies, parish mailings); and 3) information from others, 
rumors, or general reputation of Catholic schools as a whole.  

A plurality of parishioners (i.e., the highest marked answer for this questio
abou
opinion, 36% felt the parish provided adequate funding while 23% felt it was too low; only 1%
of respondents felt the subsidy was too high.  

When asked to provide comments or suggestions about assisting St. Mark 

following top responses (in rank order):  
o The school needs to do better marketing - to the parish and to the community - to help 

build a stronger bond between the parish and the school as well as to highlight the 
school to potential students/parents in the parish and the wider community.  

o The cost of education at St. Mark needs to be m

assistance, scholarships, etc.  
o St. Mark School needs to expand the programming provided to students - 

extracurricular activities, more advanced classes for high achieving students, sports
