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Notes from the Pastor: 

  
Once again, I wish to thank all of you during this past week who have offered words of support, emails of blessings and calls 

of encouragement as the staff and I worked in the job of "suspending" our 4th through 8th grades here at St. Mark.   

  
As I shared from the pulpit this past week, I have named Mrs. Connie Fischer as our new Lead Teacher.  No words can 

express how thrilled I am that Connie accepted this position.  In just 7 days, our school has undergone an amazing 
transformation and there is much to follow.  I have already met over two hours with our faculty and will be meeting weekly 

(if not daily) with Connie Fischer.  Our children are excited to be in a God-centered, Eucharistic environment, and I know you 

are glad they are here too! 
  

Over the weeks, you will see various changes take place.  It is essential to get people in our school and our children in our 
community.  You will note that there will be an OPENING SCHOOL MASS held this year on the weekend FOLLOWED BY an 

organized, informative OPEN HOUSE, where our school children's artwork will be displayed and their academic work will be in 

folders on their desk in their classrooms.  Our teachers will greet you at the doorways of their classrooms and will encourage 
you to hear from them, as they wish to hear from you. 

  
I have already sent home notices to those who have NOT paid their registration fees, informing them that unless these are 

paid, their child cannot return to school this Monday.  It is important for us to "stay on top" of any past due bills.  Many of 
you have shared that "not paying tuition" at St. Mark School has been a long-standing struggle and problem facing Pastors 

decades ago.  I believe that our staff has hit this problem head on and it will not be an issue any longer. 

  
You will begin to see pictures of our Teaching and Parish Staff in a special section of the bulletin entitled "WHO ARE WE!"   It 

is our hope that you will begin learning more about us as we continue to be of service to you. 
  

In this year of the Priest, I challenge you to participate and be active in our Church community.  The best thing you can do 

for me and/or any other priest is to come to Mass every weekend and get involved in this parish.  Use your gifts and talents 
to help the parish grow.  Volunteer to help with whatever needs to be done.  For three weeks there has been an 

announcement about people/families needed to help clean our church on Saturday mornings -- NO ONE HAS RESPONDED. 
  

I continue to challenge you to keep me informed if you hear about a parishioner who is sick, injured, or going through some 
difficulty in life.  Believe it or not, I am sometimes the last person to hear about these things, and I can't be everywhere at 

once.  By informing me, this will help me be where I need to be to care for our parishioners. 

  
Remember, keep your relationship with Jesus your top priority throughout your days.  You have learned and will learn that 

Priests will come and go, and they will touch your life in many ways, but your faith must always be grounded in the Lord. 
  

Finally, Monday I will be admitted to the hospital to undergo surgery.  I am expected to be "out of the office" until Saturday, 

when I will return to St. Mark to celebrate Mass.  I thank you in advance for your prayers and concern.  Even though I 
learned that I needed surgery two weeks ago, I asked my doctor to give me the opportunity to get through these past weeks 

in dealing with the school issues at hand -- therefore, Monday at 7:15 a.m., surgery has been scheduled.

    As you know by now, Matt formally leaves for Kuwait 
today, then he is off to Iraq.  I wanted to make sure that 
you all got his information in case you wanted to send 
him letters or packages.  I have gotten some good 
advice regarding sending care packages.  First, try to 
keep the packages small (no larger than a shoe box).  
Larger packages take longer to be delivered and are 
more cumbersome to carry around.  The U.S. Postal 
Service offers free boxes for priority mail, they 
recommend that you use a size #4 or #7 box.  Also, if 
you're shipping anything liquid or anything likely to melt 
or drip, be sure that you seal it in a plastic bag.   
    Matt left me with some ideas for items he might 
need/want while over there:  

¶ food items such as power bars, beef jerky, 
propel powder packs, cookies, holiday candy, 
coffee, gum, tuna snack kits, bbq sauce packets 
or sunflower seeds 

¶ toiletry items such as dental floss, shoe odor 
eaters, baby wipes, shampoo/body wash 
combo, razors (mach-3), toothbrush or eye 
drops  

¶ entertainment items such as magazines 
(newsweek, US news, ESPN, Sports Illustrated), 
CDs, DVDs, phone cards, personal pictures and 
letters! 

¶ other items such as thorlo boot socks, military 
1st Lt bars, batteries, pens, pencils, and postage 

Please don't feel like you have to send him anything, 
these are just some ideas if you wanted to.  The only 
thing you can't send him is alcohol or anything illegal.

Introduction of Guest 

 

  Angie Browning from Catholic Daughters of America was our guest.  She gave a brief history of CDA, a 

national organization for Catholic women that is 100 years old.  Our local organization, the first one in 

Kentucky, was formed three years ago.   

  With 40 members, the CDA has had among their activities; a book discussion, a retreat at Cliff View attended 

by 30 women, only half of whom were CDA members; leading recitation of the Rosary before the 8:30 mass 

each Sunday; participation in the 12 Grand Event; the Christmas Bazaar; and the Nativity raffle each year.   

  Meeting on the 3
rd

 Tuesday of each month, CDA tries to have a speaker at each meeting.  Future goals include 

trying to contact other ministry groups in the county and find ways for CDA to help them; days of reflection; 

meals for families in need, and more involvement in our school.  CDA is also beginning to branch out into 

Habitat for Humanity, and White Ribbon Against Pornography.   

  Enrollment in CDA has dropped recently.  The retreat was a good recruitment opportunity.  One of the 

struggles is that many women who would be interested in CDA work full time and have children in school and 

are unable to make time in the evening to come to meetings.  Another challenge is for mothers with small 

children who are unable to find child care so they can attend. 

  Father thanked Angie for helping to move CDA forward and for her dedication to this organization.

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Communications ï Nicole Stuart noted that we experienced the need for a good disaster communication plan 

through the recent Tornado.  Next steps will include speaking with Jim Bennett about Hispanic needs and 

involvement; also, setting up the first two weekends in September for getting cell phone numbers from 

parishioners.
