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Notes from the Pastor: 
  

Yesterday, I hosted our very first reception in announcing the kick off of the One in Faith & Mission 
Campaign with Bishop Gainer at my residence.   The next morning, Bishop Gainer phoned me and left the 
following message on my voicemail:  "I am calling to say Congratulations on an excellent reception!  It 
truly was the most joyful one that I have been to, and I have been to a few!"  I think the Bishop hit the 
nail right on the head with one of the special Charisms of St. Mark:  JOY!   Sure, we have difficult time; 
sure we have our valley's and plains, but we also are a JOYFUL people that answer the call in both good 
and difficult times. 
  

I once again challenge all of us to attend one of the receptions that are being held in our community to 
be educated on what entails.    Your pledge in this Campaign can be paid out in over a five year period 
and can begin and end on your timeline.   SIXTY PERCENT, once we reach our annual appeal goal this 
year of $54,416) comes back to St. Mark's!  Do you realize that if we reach our local target campaign goal 
of $555,264, over$300,000 will come back to St. Mark to be divided between our Parish, School, Newman 
Center and Hispanic Ministry. 
  

If we were to divide $555,265 by each of our active households (557) here at St. Mark, each 
of us would pledge about $997.00.   If we were to divide that pledge of $997.00 by five 
years, our pledge would be $16.00 a month.   Who of us cannot afford this?   As Roman 
Catholics, we are part of a larger Church community and the needs are great, not only here in Richmond 
but throughout the Diocese.   I invite you to bring the Campaign to prayer and discern on how you can be 
an active participant.  Again, please come out to the local receptions. 
  

This weekend finds me in Springfield, Missouri at Holy Trinity Catholic Church.  This is my first visit to 
Holy Trinity and my second visit to Springfield, MIssouri.  It so happens that the Pastor of Holy Trinity is a 
twin and his twin brother is a priest in Joplin, Missouri at whose parish I gave a mission last year! 
  

Please make sure you read the enclosed PRESS RELEASE regarding an announcement that I made this 
past week regarding the Leadership/Administration of St. Mark Catholic School.   Connie Fischer brings to 
us much wisdom, Christian Character, and exemplary love of Children and the gift of teaching.   As 
Principal, she and I will work together in enhancing St. Mark Catholic School now and for the future.
